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1. Introduction :-The education is a
purposive to bring about desirable change in the
behavior.

School infrastructure facilities play an impor-
tant role in the teaching leaming process. The all-
round development of a child cannot be achieved
without proper school infrastructure. Teaching learn-
ing will be effective in the presence of better educa-
tional environment or school infrastructure.* The con-
cept of infrastructure has been used on a comprehen-
sive scale, not only in terms of educational institu-
tions, but regarding organizations, public places, com-
munities and country as a whole. The individuals are
paying adequate attention towards the development of
infrastructure.*

away from home. There is no doubting the pivotal role
that a student's school plays in determining their per-
sonality and overall leaming experience.
Infrastructure is necessary for influencing students'
academic lives in the same way that an experienced
instructor and instructional methodology are impor-
tant. It fosters an environment that is good for pupils'
overall growth.

According to a study accommodate the poten-
tial students, elementary education infrastructure in
India is very poor and the condition is much worse in
rural schools. Most of the school have shortage of
basic in infrastructure such as a lack of blackboards,
drinking water, separate toilets for girls, shortage of
classroom, boundary wall/ fencing to be addressed.
According to Planning Commission about 50% of
school do not have boundary wall and separate toilet
for girls, 60% do not have electricity and 88% do not
have a computer. Shortage of teacher was also serious
issue as a number of teaching posters are vacant.
Hence, India's elementary education system faces
numerous challenges, To achieve the universal ele-
mentary education government is making a lot of
efforts that requires huge source and to increase
spending on education to 6 % of GDP, but actual
spending was around 4% for the last few years.s
